They are structures from the XVI century and served as
refrigerators to preserve winter snow. They are located at more than 1000
metres above sea level, fo where village workers had to climb to store snow.
Among the many points of interest in this Regional Park you will find the
recreational areas of Hilo y la Perdiz, Leiva Valley and Carrasca Log Home.
